SPEEDING TRAFFIC THROUGH WEMBDON WA BIFEATION REPORT

The Parish Council has long recognized that there is increasing concern over the speed of traffic
travelling through our village and we share the grave concern that the construction of Hinkley Point
C (HPC) is going to make the matter far worse. The Cibuexognizes the importance of taking

action in these matters and this is a brief summary of the actions that are already in hand.

PARISH PLANNSURVEY DATA The speed of traffic running through the village was raised by many
people when they were surveyeds a part of the 2008 Parish Plan. At that time the plan was
presented to and adopted by the District Council, who are responsible for planning and the County
Council, who are responsible for the roads and highways.

SPEEDWATGCHhe Council encouraged ¢hestablishment of a Speedwatch Team and invested
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operate on a regular basis. Parish Councillors are members of the team but it hadiwetgd

powers to do anyhing other than report speeding drivers to the Police, who are then responsible

for follow up. The Parish Council would like to publish a list of all aaxseeding the speed limits

but data protection legislation prevents this. We do know that most sging drivers are actually
residents of Wembdon. We also hope that the data from the Speedwatch Team will enable us to
make a case for reduced speed limits through Wembdon during the school peak crossing times.

LOLLICAMThe Council also recognizes tharficular dangers of speeding traffic when children are
crossing Wembdon Risen route to school. The Council jointly funds the costs of the School
Crossing Warden and, following some recent near misses, is investigatinguhehase of a

af 2t A HiRithi digfahspaedcamera. The Council has RESOLVED to purchase a suitable un
and funds are already allocated. We plan to have this in operation, once negotiations with County
Council and the Police are completed regarding the ability of the daide used in a criminal
prosecution forroad traffic offences.

SPEED INDICATING DEVI Council has also applied through the County to participate in a
shared scheme for the usage of a speed detection camera/device and intended to install this on a
regular basis on locations on Wembdon Rise and Wembéiilh This programme was not

progressing as quickly as anticipated and the Council has now RESOLVED to investigate the
purchase of its own Speed Indicating Device and installing it. Funding for this by the Parish Council
has been approved and we are now investigating the suitability ofieas locations along

Wembdon Rise and Wembdon Hill. Again, the locations need to be approved by the County
Highways as well as the Police.

EDF TRANSPORT FORUMe Council has also been working with the County Highways outlining
its concerns with traffidncreases and ratunning through our village as a consequence of the HPC
construction. We have been members of the EDF Transport Forum comprising Parish Councils,
District and County Councillors, County Highways and EDF specialists, established by EDF t
consider opportunities for mtigating the impacts of the HP€onstruction traffic and to provide a
mechanism for regular discussion on their transport strategy. This has been a frustrating process.



You will be aware that the HPC planning inspection pess went to the Secretary of State for
approval and despite our many objections at every level, your Council was overridden by declared
National Interest.

running of HPC traffic through our village are included in the mitigation funding schemes and to
establish a baseline of current traffic movements. To this end the Council has worked closely with
the County officers to install traffic monitoring equipment before éhSandford Corner roundabout

was constructed to count all vehicles entering Wembdon at Sandford Corner and leaving at
Wembdon Rise. This data will demonstrate clearly any increase in traffic rat running through our
village during the HPC construction amdgger the release of funding for traffic calming measures

to be installed.

HPC TRAFFIC IMPACT MITIGATIDNE Council has made many representations to County
Highways regarding the plans for mitigating the impact of traffic nramnning through Wembdon
caused by the construction of HPC. A representative of the County Council recently spent a full
morning with the Chairman visiting all of the sites of concern to the Parish Council and discussing
actions needed once HPC construction commences and fundimgleasedFurther work is on

going to explore the issues in detail and consider the preferred mitigation options. Immediate
actions were also taken to review the timings of the traffic lights at the Wembdon Rise/NDR
junction to improve safety for pedesians crossing.

SCHOOL TRAFFIC REDUCTT@& County Council has approved its own application to expand St

concerns relates to parking and traffic associatedtfwthe school run, which will be exacerbated by

the expansion of pupil numbers, many commuting in from outside the Parish. There is a
commitment from the Coutty Council to review and updatéhe School Travel Plan. The Parish
Council encouraged the formatimof a joint team, with the Police, the School, CountygHivays and

the District Councito examine ways to reduce the number of vehicle movements and this team is
working to remove anylimitations to increasng travel by bike, scooter and foot, such as exgrown
pathways.

TRAFFIC TEAMhe Council has also initiated a small team comprising residents and Councillors
who have the Charter to review the traffic issues in Wembdon, including the issues generated by
inconsiderate parking and to work as a liaisgmoup between the Council and the various interest
groups in Wembdon and to propose solutions to the authorities where appropriate. We would
welcome any volunteers to become involved and support this particular activitye hope that

these various actios demonstrate the Parish Councillors commitment to reducing traffic speeds

and volumes in Wembdon. We are all volunteers and would welcome others to come and join us in
trying to make Wembdon a better and safer place for us and our families to live.

The Master Plans for our new Village Hall &
recreational areas
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Work starts on new Village Hall and recreational areas in Wembdon

This month the construction work started on The Green at Wembdon, a project
that will provide a Village Hall, a lounge for use by our community and our sports
clubs, changing facilities, plus a huge 11 acre Village Green, marked out for cricke
in summer ad junior football in the winter, which will still leave acres of green
space for general recreational play.

The project has been 6 years in the planning and fund raising, and construction
has been purposely held back until the funding to complete thegatojvas

secured, ensuring that the project was fully deliverable. The final piece in the
funding jigsaw was put into place when the project team were awarded £250,000
from the EDF CIM fund late last month.

A formal grounebreaking ceremony was held on'25eptember and following

the site mobilization, which is now ongoing, the first priority will be to work with
Somerset County Council and Natural England to enable the construction of the
access road from the NDR and the crossing of the Kidsbury Rhycé, withi

allow all construction materials to be supplied directly from this major highway
rather than negotiating the narrow access along Church Road.

In tandem with the Village Hall project, the Parish Council has now taken over
from Persimmon, the land reaining from their housing development at Great
Oaks and will bring this too into community use by cutting back some of the
overgrown areas, improving the drainage and working with students at the-Land
based Studies Team at Bridgwater College to designnapl@ément a tree and

shrub planting plan that encourages butterfliéds and other wildlife as well as
developing a new Wembdon Parkland for our community to enjoy.

The construction of the Village Hall is scheduled to take 12 months, the



groundworkfor the Village Green will start in spring 2015 with seeding in the
autumn and the Wembdon Parkland works will be ongoing over a five year period
as new areas of hedges and wildflowers develop.

This whole project evolved from the work originally carried auptepare the
Wembdon Parish Plan and is an opportunity to make improvements to our village
which will be enjoyed for many generations to coma magnificent Village

Green, encircled by an avenue of specimen oak trees, a backdrop of our unique
St . GeChurclywith a rejuvenated Parish Centre to the north and the new
Village Hall to the south, with grassed play and recreation areas all around. We
do also recognize that there may well be some disruption as this major project
takes place and assure ydwat we are working closely with the construction

team to do all that we can to minimize this impact on our community.

The Council expresses sincere thanks to: the many funding organisations who are
supporting this project, the members of our community whenve donated time

and money, to S Notaro Ltd. and Persimmon who have gifted land and especially
to the Village Hall Project Team who have converted this Vision for Wembdon
into a reality.

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A polite reminderregardingthe Highway Code!

Onerule that regularly is either forgotten, or simply ignoredthsit
Section 224 of the code states that you should not park within 10
metres of a junction.

In these days of ever increasing numbers of vehicles on the road, it
sometimes gets very difficult tanfd a parking space, especiaty
busyresidential areas
The Police seldom issue parking tickets to vehicles which break this
rule, although it is within their power to do so, and so motorists will
inevitably not be penalised for parking in this way.

However, there is a circumstance where things could go horribly wronc
If a collision occurs at a junction, and the driver of a vehicle (or
rider of a cycle or motorcycle, or even a pedestrian) claims that their
view was obstructed by a vehicle parked gjction then the person
who parked the vehicle could find themselves responsible for causing
accident even though they may have been tucked up in bed at the time
Their insurance comparnwyould probably be liable for any claim&ven
worse, if the cdision was serious and someone was seriously injured o
killed then the person who parked the vehicle on the junction would
probably be prosecuted under section 22 of the Road Traffic Act 1988
(parking a vehicle in a dangerous position). The driver caarddiy
claim that the parking was not dangerous if a collision occurred becau:
of the parking!

So the next time you think of parking too close to a junction, just
think of the possible consequence®f course, the residents of Wembdo
would never be so tonsiderate to park in this way!
